 Computer and Network Operations Option

Program Information

1.
Design, operation, and maintenance of computer networks require knowledge of electronic hardware, software, and topology (network planning). In addition, it is often essential to understand the interface of the data network with machine controls in an automated manufacturing environment. This option is designed for students with a career interest in filling this complex need in automated and information intensive organizations.
2.

Before entering the Bachelor of Science in Engineering Technology program (GET major), students usually complete an Associate in Applied Science degree or its equivalent from a community college or technical institute.  For the Computer and Network Operations option, typical associate degree programs include Technical Studies, Information Systems Technology (microcomputer, network, or programming), and Computer Engineering Technology.

3.
A total of 24 semester hours is required for the technical base.  As shown on the curriculum sheet, 7 courses (21 hours) are specified.  The additional 3 hours of credit should be related to computer and system operations or electronics.   

4.
Technical electives at the lower division are typically completed through an Associate in Applied Science degree program.  Technical electives at the upper division are usually completed with appropriate Civil Engineering Technology, Electrical Engineering Technology, Mechanical Engineering Technology, or Computer Science courses offered by ODU through TELETECHNET.

       Twelve hours in the curriculum are allocated for the University’s Upper Division General Education requirement. A student may opt for a cluster (9 hours) plus a technical elective (3 hours), or a minor  (at least 12 hours). Students typically complete a minor in Engineering Management or Mechanical Engineering Technology.  

6.
Course prerequisites are strictly enforced.  Please refer to the University Catalog for prerequisites of all courses. EET 480W is normally taken in final semester; students who have completed most other EET courses may take EET 480W earlier with permission of Program Director.
